within the round table 

"Global Internet Governance and the position of Ukraine "
(October 15, 2015, m. Kyiv, vul. Velyka Zhytomyrska 9)

organized by the State Agency for electronic government and initiated by the INGO European Media Platform (EMP)

The meeting was devoted to discussing and approving the official position of Ukraine on fundamental issues of Internet governance that are discussed on a global level. This primarily includes the 54th Conference of the Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers (ICANN, which starts in Dublin on October 18), a second round of consultations on the review of the World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS+10 review, 20-21 October, New York) and the 10th World Forum on Internet Governance (Brazil, 10-13 November) and WSIS+10 review process in the framework of the GA UN (New York, December 2015).
All participants of the round table reached informal consensus regarding all the issues proposed for consideration:
1. Multistakeholder model (responsible partnership of the state, private sector and society in the development process and decision-making) in the Internet governance - as opposed to providing the dominant regulatory functions exclusively to public authorities - are in the interests of Ukrainian society and must be preserved and strengthened.
2. Human rights in the Internet governance should be a priority.
3. Activities of the Internet Governance Forum (IGF) has a hefty weight, under its mandate should be extended for another period (or even get permanent).
At the same time the following points were mentioned during the Meeting at the round table:
1. The formal procedure of coordination with all state institutions of Ukraine that are relevant to the Internet governance can last indefinitely, so it makes sense to initiate a process of informal notification of all interested parties on the results of the Meeting;
2. The Meeting at the round table suggested to authorize the State Agency for e-government to invite all relevant state institutions of Ukraine to express reasoned objections on the outcome of the Meeting;
3. The Meeting urged to support the multistakeholder model and ensure consideration of Ukraine's position on this issue (along with the positions of the EU, USA, Canada, etc.) during these rounds of comments on the draft UN resolution on the outcome of the World Summit on the Information Society in the framework of the UN (New- York, December 2015 (and during the actual voting at the UN General Assembly in December 2015), and during the consultations on the possibility of transferring supervisory functions over IANA (the Internet Assigned Numbers Authority - the Organisation, which registers all names and numbers online and which has a contract with the US government) structure that will meet all principles of multistakeholderism (IANA transition process).
4. To support the extension of the mandate of the IGF for the next period, or even give it the status of a permanent forum.
5. To support the active participation of Ukrainian representatives in the Working Group on Human Rights, creation of which in ICANN was initiated by the Council of Europe and to send an official letter to the Chairman of the State Advisory Committee (GAC) ICANN Mr. Thomas Schneider to support the Ukrainian side on the principles of multistakeholderism in the IANA transition process and the priority of human rights in issues of the Internet governance.
6. In case of no formal objections initiator of the event - EMP - hopes to receive official position of Ukraine regarding the issues that were discussed during the Meeting.
